1. Venue - Ohrid, Lake Ohrid

2. Organization

The event is organized by Sailing Club AMAC SP - BOFOR.

3. Rules
ILINDEN INTERNATIONAL REGATTA will be governed by the following rules :

a. Racing rules of Sailing /RRS 2005 - 2008/ of the International Sailing Federation, including Appendix C.

b. The notice of race with its amendments.

c. The sailing Instructions (available at registration) and amendments if any.

d. Current Class Rules of IODA & ILCA

4. Advertising

The Regatta is designated Category С in accordance with the ISAF Advertising Code. Competitors may be required to display sponsor’s name on both sides of the boat.

6. Registration
Competitors will be required to fill the Entry Form available at the Organizing Authority or on the website - www.amacsp-bofor.com.mk no later than 26.07.2007.

Late registration can be accepted with decision of the Organizing Authority. An additional fee is required to be paid in this case.

7. Entry Confirmation

All entries when accepted will be displayed on the website.

11. Racing Area

The Racing area will be in front of the Ohrid City Harbour.

12. Courses to be sailed
These courses will be Trapezoid and /or Triangle/, as described in the Sailing Instructions.

13. Safety

Optimist Class

In addition to IODA Class Rules 4.2(A) and (B), 4.3(A) and (B), each competitor shall carry a whistle attached to his/her buoyancy aid.

Competitors not complying with this instruction will be attributed a penalty of five points for each race of the day on which they have failed to observe this instruction.

14. Measurement

Each boat, where applicable, shall hold a valid measurement certificate.

The equipment shall comply with IODA & ILCA Class Rules and will be submitted for inspection by the Measurement Committee.

Substitution of the damaged equipment may be permitted, after approval has been given by the Measurement Committee.

15. Scoring system

The scoring system for the regatta will be in accordance with RRS Appendix A.

A total of 4 races are required to be completed to constitute a championship. A first discard will be made after 4 races, and a second discard will be made after 7 completed races.

16. Appeal
There shall be no appeal on the decisions.

17. Prizes

Prizes will be awarded to the first three competitors in each category.

18. Insurance
Competitors must carry property and liability insurance covering all risks.

19. Liability

Participants compete entirely at their own risk and responsibility.

The Organizing Authority and any other party involved in the organization of the Regatta accepts no liability whatsoever for any injury, damage, loss or claim, whether personal or material, incurred by or inflicted to the participants before, during, or after the Championships.

20. Accommodation 

 FREE Accommodation and food will be provided by the Organizing Authority for all competitors plus one team leader and one coach per team.  

21. Identification

Each team is required to bring its national flag for use ashore and a CD (compact disc) with its national anthem.

22. Official Language

The official language of the championship will be English language.

23. Information about the Teams

All invited team members are kindly asked to be dressed in their national team uniform during the Official Opening and Closing Ceremonies. Also all team members may be asked to wear sponsor’s t-shirts or bibs.

24. Social Events

Information about social events will be posted on the Official Notice Board.
